3. Take out the sheet of pads from the wallet and 

place on a firm surface 

APPLICATION 

4. Peel a pad off the sheets using fingers or gently 

with tweezers.  

5. Press the pad onto one surface. 

6. Peel the paper backing off the pad.  

7. Press the second surface onto the pad.  Pads can 

be used together to create larger effects. 

REMOVAL 

8. Carefully and very, very slowly peel away to 

avoid damaging the surface.
